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Michigan House of Representatives

With a turnover of 52% for the 110 members of the Michigan House of Representatives, the
House will have 56 new members in 2023 and control rests with the Democratic party on a

narrow 56-54 margin. Rep. Joe Tate (D-Detroit) has been voted in as Speaker of the House.
The House has not been under Democratic control since the 2009-2010 legislative session.

Michigan Senate

In the 38-member Michigan Senate, Democrats also have gained the majority by a margin of
20-18. The Michigan Senate will have 16 new members in 2023, for a turnover of 45%. Senator
Winnie Brinks (D-Grand Rapids) has been voted in as the Senate Majority Leader. The Senate
has not been under Democratic control since 1983.

We congratulate all those who stepped up, added their name to the ballot, and worked
throughout the fall to share their views and values with Michigan citizens. The second
Wednesday in January 2023 will be a historic day when the incoming members of the 102nd
legislature begin their work. Congratulations to all that will be working on our behalf.
